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1. Overall Description:

In RAN4, the work to define minimum performance requirement for AGPS is proceeding and the feasibility of testing AGPS capable UEs is discussed. Especially the testing of the time to first fix (TTFF) is an issue. Since the TTFF is considered to be one of the most important parameters to have minimum requirements on, the testing of the TTFF is also essential. 

A contribution to RAN4#30, R4-040127, discuss three different options for testing the TTFF, where all options include jump in reference time and location for each test instance. 

We therefore ask TSG T WG1 to consider whether it is feasible for the test equipment to include a jump in time and location in every test instance.
