1. Overall Description:

T WG1 thanks the UAG for the draft UA-04-110, and the associated request for information. The issues raised were discussed in T1 and the answers developed are as follows:

Q1.

Identify the details of any critical corrections to the standards that would not be tested if Certification is performed against a R99 March 2003 core standard.
A2.

All post R99 Mar 03 corrections considered critical, i.e. those that affect the behaviour of the UE, has been included in the prose and associated TTCN test cases as part of the routine CR process. It should be made clear that the baseline for ASN1 remains at Mar 03. 

Q2.

 Identify the details of any R99 tests that might prove functionality that is now (post Mar03) deemed incorrect.

A2.

So far no R99 tests have been identified where the functionality has been proved to be incorrect.

Q3.

Provide information on the impact of the U-AG deciding to use test specs to the latest R99 core standard. Note, it is recognised that the T WG1 cannot address itself to all the U-AG’s needs, but help is requested to understand the areas of R99 that have undergone change since Mar03.  It would also be appreciated if an estimate of the impact on the rollout of TTCN from MCC160/T WG1 could be provided.
 A3.

Based on experience in autumn 2003, the time (estimated made by the test industry and ETSI) to update the ASN.1 elements to a later baseline and the associated roll-out of TTCN, is 10 weeks. The impact on the UAG would be the need to re-validate all tests to the later baseline. The answer provided here should be considered as guidance only and does not represent a recommendation to change the baseline. T WG1 believes that the decision to change baseline, and to which version, should be based on inputs to the UAG.
