1. Overall Description

In T1#24 meeting three concerns related to UE transmitted power test case defined in TS 34.121 clause 8.7.3C were presented [1]. This test case verifies that the UE transmitted power absolute accuracy is within the normative requirements as defined in TS 25.133 clause 9.1.6. TS 25.133 also specify a normative test case for this measurement in Annex A.9.1.3C that is used as a basis for a T1 test case.

After its discussions T1 decided to confirm its understanding related to concern 1 in [1] from RAN4 so that T1 will be able to clarify the current test case of UE transmitted power in its next meeting in November.

T1 would also like RAN4 to note that the UE transmitted power measurement is a priority 1 test case as defined by GCF and therefore T1 would like RAN4 to understand that it is very important for T1 to get a prompt answer from RAN4 by the T1#25 meeting in November. 

Concern 1: Minimum Requirements [1]

T1 agreed that the current minimum requirements as defined in Table 9.14 of TS 25.133 are unclear and can be interpreted in at least 3 different ways. Hence there is a danger that the UE transmitted power measurement accuracy may be understood differently among UE vendors and SS vendors. This could result in different SS implementations for the related test case which may lead to problems when validating terminals.

T1 came to the conclusion that the purpose of this test is most likely to verify the accuracy of UE Transmitted power measurement reporting so that a network can trust the power reports that it receives from a UE. Based on that T1 thinks that most likely the correct interpretation of minimum requirements is that the allowed accuracy for the difference between the UE actual power and the UE reported power is given as a function of UE reported power in Table 9.14 (Option C in [1]).

T1 would like to confirm from RAN4 if this is the correct understanding. T1 also welcomes clarifications to existing accuracy requirements for this measurement in TS 25.133 to avoid different implementations among UE vendors and SS vendors.

2. Actions

To RAN4:

1) Clarify the original intention of this test case.

2) Inform T1 if option C in [1] is the correct understanding of the requirements in Table 9.14 in TS 25.133.

3) RAN4 to check how TS 25.133 can be updated to reflect the correct understanding.
