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1. 
INTRODUCTION
Intel has identified several concerns relating to test procedure periods. The relevant Test Cases are 8.2.3.1 and 8.2.3.2 which specify Inter-Rat Tests with time interval limitation. The main problem is that the procedures specified in the above Test Cases may be interpreted in various ways when performed by different users. 

2. Description of concerns


Concern 1: 
The procedure specified in Test Case 8.2.3.1.4.2, Step 4 determines that "after 45 s, the parameters are changed as described for T2 in tables 8.2.3.2.4 and 8.2.3.2.5". This step has at least 2 different interpretations. 
8.2.3.1.4.2
Procedure

1)
The SS activates cell 1 and 2 with T1 defined parameters in tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5 and monitors cell 1 and 2 for random access requests from the UE.

2)
The UE is switched on.

3)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE on cell 1.

4)
After 45 s, the parameters are changed as described for T2 in tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5.

5)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE. If the UE responds on cell 2 within 28 s then the number of successful tests is increased by one.

6)
After 35 s, the parameters are changed as described for T1 in tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5.

7)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE on cell 1.

8)
Repeat step 4) to 7)  until the confidence level according to annex F.6.2 is achieved



Option A)

The 45 s period  should be added for all “the XX S” and is counted from the time that the UE is switched on. This option will limit the registration time up  to 45 s.

If Option A is correct, Intel would like to modify the procedure in Text Case 8.2.3.1.4.2 , Step 4 to the following: "45 s after the UE is turned ON. The parameters are changed as described for T2 in Tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5"  


Option B)

The 45 s are counted from the end of Step 3. This option will  cause a delay of  45 s  after registration.

If Option B is correct, Intel would like to modify the procedure in Test Case  8.2.3.1.4.2 , Step 4 to the following: "45 s from the end of Step 3. The parameters are changed as described for T2 in Tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5"  

Concern 2:

The procedure specified in Test Case 8.2.3.1.4.2, Step 6 determines that "after 35s, the parameters are changed as described for T1 in tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5", this step has at least 2 interpretations.
8.2.3.1.4.2
Procedure

1)
The SS activates cell 1 and 2 with T1 defined parameters in tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5 and monitors cell 1 and 2 for random access requests from the UE.

2)
The UE is switched on.

3)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE on cell 1.

4)
After 45 s, the parameters are changed as described for T2 in tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5.

5)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE. If the UE responds on cell 2 within 28 s then the number of successful tests is increased by one.

6)
After 35 s, the parameters are changed as described for T1 in tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5.

7)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE on cell 1.

8)
Repeat step 4) to 7)  until the confidence level according to annex F.6.2 is achieved
Option A)

The 35 s are counted from the time the power is changed in Step 4.

If Option A is correct, Intel would like to modify the procedure in Test Case 8.2.3.1.4.2 , Step 6 to the following : "35s from the end of Step 4. The parameters are changed as described for T2 in Tables  8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5) "

Option B)

The 35 s are counted from the time the UE sends  accees request.

If Option B is correct, Intel would like to modify the procedure in Test Case  8.2.3.1.4.2 , Step 6 to the following: "35s from the receipt of  a random access request, the parameters are changed as described for T2 in Tables 8.2.3.1.4 and 8.2.3.1.5 "
Concern 3: 
The procedure specified in Test Case 8.2.3.2.4.2, Step 4 determines that "after 45 s, the parameters are changed as described for T2 in tables 8.2.3.2.4 and 8.2.3.2.5", this step has at least 2 interpretations. 
8.2.3.2.4.2
Procedure

1)
The SS activates cell 1 and 2 with T1 defined parameters in tables 8.2.3.2.4 and 8.2.3.2.5 and monitors cell 1 and 2 for random access requests from the UE.

2)
The UE is switched on.

3)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE on cell 1.

4)
After 45 s, the parameters are changed as described for T2 in tables 8.2.3.2.4 and 8.2.3.2.5.

5)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE. If the UE responds on cell 2 within 9.7 s then the number of successful tests is increased by one.

6)
After 12 s, the parameters are changed as described for T1 in tables 8.2.3.2.4 and 8.2.3.2.5.

7)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE on cell 1.

8)
Repeat step 4) to 7)  until the confidence level according to annex F.6.2 is achieved 

Option A)

The 45s are counted from the time that the UE is switched on. This option will limit the registration time to 45s.

If Option A is correct, Intel would like to modify the procedure in Test Case  8.2.3.2.4.2 , Step 4 to the following: "45s from the end of Step 2, the parameters are changed as described for T2 in Tables 8.2.3.2.4 and 8.2.3.2.5 "  

Option B)

The 45 s are counted from the end of Step 3. this option will  cause a delay of  45s  after registration.

If Option B is correct, Intel would like to modify the procedure in Test Case 8.2.3.2.4.2, Step 4 to : "45 s from the end of Step 3, the parameters are changed as described for T2 inTtables 8.2.3.2.4 and 8.2.3.2.5 " 
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
