Introduction
In the workplan for HSDPA test cases [1], a number of test cases for HSDPA testing are identified and most of these are already specified or will be specified during this or the coming T1 meeting(s).

However, Ericsson has identified some potential new test cases, which we would like to share with the rest of T1.

Discussion

Multi-RAB configurations including HSDPA are being introduced in 34.108 [3]. For these configurations, we could identify some transitions specific for a multi-RAB scenario.

We have the following examples of typical transitions:

1. Establishment of a CS bearer during active HS-DSCH reception – intra/inter frequency
These cases could be covered implicitely as part of the preamble for the next case


2. Release of a CS bearer during active HS-DSCH reception – intra/inter frequency.
These test cases are specified in a CR to this meeting [2]. The proposed test case specifications include the above case as part of the preamble.


3. Establishment of a CS bearer with stop of HS-DSCH reception – intra/inter frequency
This case is already identified in [1] and should be specified.


4. Release of a CS bearer with start of HS-DSCH reception – intra/inter frequency
This case is already identified in [1] and should be specified.


5. Start and stop of HS-DSCH reception when a CS bearer is active (with and without establishment/release of associated DPCH) – intra/inter frequency
These cases are not covered today. We propose to add the following test cases:
- 8.2.2.x Radio Bearer Reconfiguration for transition from CELL_DCH to CELL_DCH: Success (Start and stop of HS-DSCH reception, during an active CS bearer)
- 8.2.2.x Radio Bearer Reconfiguration for transition from CELL_DCH to CELL_DCH: Success (Timing re-initialised hard handover to another frequency, Start and stop of HS-DSCH reception, during an active CS bearer)


In addition to the above, other transitions could be identified as well, such as going between the multi-RAB configuration with HS-DSCH in CELL_DCH and the CELL_FACH, CELL_PCH and URA_PCH states. However, we are a bit unsure if any of those cases that should be added, and do not propose to add those at this stage.

Conclusion and Proposal

We propose to add the following two test cases to the T1 work plan for HSDPA test cases:

- 8.2.2.x Radio Bearer Reconfiguration for transition from CELL_DCH to CELL_DCH: Success (Start and stop of HS-DSCH reception, during an established CS bearer)
- 8.2.2.x Radio Bearer Reconfiguration for transition from CELL_DCH to CELL_DCH: Success (Timing re-initialised hard handover to another frequency, Start and stop of HS-DSCH reception, during an established CS bearer)
We volunteer to draft these test cases to the next T1 meeting.
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
