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History
T1RF and RAN4 had a long discussion with the dummy DCCH:

Finally we decided: if there is nothing to signal, the DCCH 

shall carry dummy data (not DTXed)

Introduction
1) In the throughput tests in 34.121 clause 9.2 we have a similar situation:

We have a DCH: 12.2 kbps DL reference measurement channel

Most of the time there is nothing to signal on the DCCH and in addition there is nothing to transmit on the DPDCH.
From e-mail discussion with Nokia’s RAN4 delegate, we got the indication, to fill the DPDCH with dummy data.

2) The new testcase “5.7a HS-DPCCH uplink power”
also requires DPDCH and DPCCH, however in the uplink.
Most of the time there is nothing to signal on the DCCH and in addition there is nothing to transmit on the DPDCH. From the test purpose it is clear, DPDCH must be filled with data.

Proposal
Rohde & Schwarz proposes to close Test Loop 2 on the DTCH during HSDPA connection. This ensures UL and DL data on DPDCH for the above mentioned tests. However the current RB-test setup in 34.108 does not support this idea. 
If T1 supports this idea, Rohde & Schwarz offers to elaborate a 34.108 test setup, which allows to close Test Loop 2 on DTCH in the presence of HSDPA.
