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Decision

1 IntroductionAt the T1#25 plenary a T1 Signalling group ad-hoc meeting discussed what direction T1 should provide to ETSI MCC Task Force 160 regarding work on the TTCN for low priority test cases.

2 Background
Whilst the normal process for developing test specifications is through voluntary contributions, it has been recognised by 3GPP that to provide an open and timely tool for proving conformance requires specific funding. This funding comes from various sources and is realised through the ETSI MCC Task Force 160.

T1 was asked to consider whether this funding should be applied only to those test cases identified as priority industry requirements for certification of terminals through the GCF work items, or should be applied more generally in the maintenance of TTCN covering all T1 signalling test cases.

3 Discussion
It was proposed that the TTCN funding should be applied only to high priority test cases included within a GCF work item.

Low priority test cases should be maintained through voluntary contributions through normal T1 CR procedures.

It was noted that ETSI still need to spend effort to make sure that these voluntary contributions do not break existing test cases, and to manage the application of CRs into the TTCN. It was proposed that this work should take a low priority and not interfere with work towards certification start in the short term.

It was clarified that this proposal is not related to work on the LCR TDD test cases.

4 Conclusion
The proposal was supported by a number of companies, and agreed by consensus.
