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3GPP TSG-T WG1 EMC meeting #11

1) Opening of the meeting

3) Approval of meeting report from last meeting #10 (Harpenden) and T1 report

The meeting report was approved. The rejection of the 2 CRs was discussed and these would be  reworked at this meeting.

4) Meeting reports from groups outside 3GPP

a) CISPR

Mr. Soerensen reported that the amendment to extend the limit above 1 GHz to 2.7 GHz had failed largely due to the pressure of IT manufacturers who did not want more stringent testing. However, as this topic was ongoing it would probably pass the next time around.

b) ETSI ERM

The work on the multipart harmonised EMC standard was continuing. MSG, which would transform the 3GPP, Specifications to ETSI deliverables had been set up.

5) Objectives for meeting #11


Test cases for 34.124 and CRs

No work was done on test cases as discussed at the last meeting. The rejected CRs from Harpenden should be reworked for submission to T1.

6) Status of last meetings Action Items 

The only outstanding item is the full titles of the USA EMC documents.

7) Introduction and review of contributions

CRs to 34.124 

T1 EMC completed work on three Change Requests to 34.124 and submitted them to T1  for presentation at the next TSG T meeting #9 in Hawaii, USA, at the end of September. (T1 later gave its approval to all 3).

A  request was sent to  T1 to consider if the definitions for BLER should be submitted to the Vocabulary Group in SA.

No work was done on TR 34.924 as the complete document titles of the FCC documents were not received in time. These are on their way courtesy of Agilent and will be incorporated by the editor in time for the next meeting.

The next meeting of T1 EMC will be without T1 in Tokyo, Japan at the beginning of October.

T1 EMC discussed its future and the conclusion of the group was as follows:

· Tokyo meeting to be the last one of T1 EMC

· To recommend to transfer the work of T1 EMC to RAN 4 EMC Group

· Finish all remaining work for submission to TSG T 10 in Bangkok, Thailand in December

· To close T1 EMC at TSG 10
