Thanks for your note. 





- noted the deletion of the Mexe-additional protocols attribute. Thanks.


- Serial Number: it is not clear why an origin server on the Internet would


need this attribute. The serial number of the device can be part of the


provisioning information that an operator maintains (in a separate database


in the carrier network) which will aid in providing customer care/ service


management to the user. UAProf attributes are sent by default on every


request made to every server on the Internet. One might argue that the


serial number represents the user's private data. Therefore, please clarify


again the purpose of this attribute.


· Software Version: the OS version is already included as an attribute (see


SoftwareChar). The version of specific user agents are also included in the


browser characteristics. Please clarify whether the attribute you are


refering to, is something different.


· Keyboard type: No problem, changed. Sample values include querty, numeric,


none.


· Supported bearers: For WAP terminals, a WSP session is set-up over a


particular bearer (from the list of supported bearer). An origin server must


therefore use the same bearer to send content in response to an HTTP


request. This is reflected by the Currentbearer attribute listed under


networkchar. A list of supported bearers might be useful in a Push


environment where a session may be initiated as a result of the content


push.


If there is already an ongoing WSP session, will the service provider be


able to negotiate the network resources? Perhaps a use case will help us


understand this better.





I will move the Mexe class mark and specs attributes to fall under the


softwareChar component. Can you please provide example values of the


MexeSpec attribute? Hope that is alright.
