WAP WTA thanks the MExE group for their liaison statement and the fact that support for untrusted applications was added at such a late stage to the MExE specification.

Changes will be made to the WTAI specification in order to accommodate the additional MExE requirements imposed upon untrusted applications performing these functions.  Additionally, the specific requirement to restrict the actions of pushed content will be forwarded to the Push drafting committee for consideration in their work.

The group has noted that sending an SMS is not allowed under this scheme and this LS will be copied to the SMS expert group for their consideration.

The WTA group would also like to point out that an additional public library function has been approved that allows a script to create a new phone book entry.  This formally new public function is attached for your consideration on how MExE requirements might apply to its use.

7.3 Add Phonebook Entry

Description

Request the user to add a new entry to the phonebook. In case of duplication of entry, the user must acknowledge the operation.

In case of unsuccessful operation, the output contains a negative number identifying the WTAI error code.
