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Support of i-mode

The MExE group reuses, and further promotes, the WAP protocols into the GSM and UMTS wireless communities, and its work with the WAP Forum involves a formal Liaison Officer, exchanges of liaison statements and delegates of their respective member companies participating in each other’s meetings.

MExE supports the downloading of executables and content to a GSM/UMTS mobile handset using WAP and pJava as its two underlying technologies.  The WAP and pJava classmarks in MExE therefore define the functional support required of these devices such as signed content security, capability negotiation, journalling, user authorisations and personalisation.

The MExE group has recently received a very interesting presentation by NTT DoCoMo on its i-mode technology (and understands that a similar presentation has been made to the WAP Forum) with a view to introducing i-mode classmark support into the MExE specification.

It is understood that there is a proposal for WAP and i-mode to converge in the future, and MExE would like to co-operate with the WAP Forum and NTT DoCoMo for the support of i-mode.  The MExE group seeks feedback from the WAP Forum on any such proposals, with a view to determining how i-mode can best be supported by MExE.
