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MExE thanks WAP WTA for incorporating the changes to the WTAI specification in order to accommodate the additional MExE requirements imposed upon untrusted applications.

MExE release 98 has now been approved and MExE release 99 is currently being worked upon. With this in mind, should your previous LS relate to release 98 AND release 99, or only release 99?

MExE understands that a device may contain several phonebooks and therefore requests clarification as to which phonebook WAP WTA refers to, when referencing the public library function that allows a script to create a new phonebook entry.  In particular, phonebooks may be distributed between the ME and SIM, where they could conceivably be used as the storage mechanism for the preference list of allowed numbers used for call forwarding.

MExE would like to ask if WAP WTA are intending future support for a ‘read entry’ and a 'modify entry' phonebook function alongside the proposed 'add entry' public library function.  This may have implications for automatically updating previously entered phonebook entries (a user may become annoyed if their phonebook entry for a local Taxi Company was overwritten with a premium rate number).  MExE has some security concerns with adding such untrusted functions.

Additionally MExE would like to ask if WAP WTA has a mechanism to protect against possible dual entries occurring in a phonebook.

Also, the public library function attached to the previous LS does not match the supporting text.

MExE looks forward to receiving detailed requirements.
