Introduction

The T2 GUP Work Item Description accepted in 3GPP TSG-T2#19 requires a document “3GPP Generic User Profile (stage 2) - Data Description Method” to be produced.

In this contribution we propose a skeleton and initial contents for the Data Description Method (DDM) document.

Discussion
Based on the “T2 GUP Work Item Description”, the GUP Information Model in TS 23.240 and the requirements in the TS 22.240 we can conclude that the DDM must cover following issues:

1. definition of the abstract and/or concrete syntax for the Profile Component using XML Schema

2. extension of the Profile Component syntax definitions 

3. definition of semantics for the Profile Component

4. definition of access control and privacy policies for the Profile Components

5. definition of distribution information for Profiles

6. version handling of the Profile Component definitions

7. retrieving Schema information on-line

8. retrieving Profile information on-line

9. identifying the Profile Component instances

To cover the issues 1 – 9 we propose the following structure for the DDM document – besides the standard clauses. 

Clause 4: “Definition of Profile Components using XML Schema”

Clause 5: “Definition and Extension of Datatypes using XML Schema”

Clause 6: “Definition of Access Control Policies for the Profile Components”

Clause 7: “Definition of Privacy Policies for the Profile Components”

Clause 8: “Definition of Semantics for the Profile Components”

Clause 9: “Version Handling for Profile Component Definitions” 

Clause 10: “Identifying Profile Component Definitions and Instances”

Clause 11: “Addressing parts of Profile Component Definitions and Instance Payloads”

Clause 12: “Presenting Technical Properties for Profile Component Instances”
The issue how the GUP Profile concists of Profile Components is not covered by the clauses 4 – 12. We have exluded this issue for two reasons:

1. The discussion on the issue has showed the issue is hardly clear even on the level of the Information Model - there seems to exist a disagreement on this issue between the Information Model documented in the TS 23.240 and the Information Model described in the LS sent from TSG-T2#19  to S2. 

2. All aspects of the Informational Model have not to be covered by the DDM. We see it essential the DDM in realese 6 concentrates on the most important data declaration aspects such as defintion of datatypes, access control policies and privacy policies. Also retrieval of Profile Component Definitions and Instances are important aspects.

3 Proposal

We propose to agree on a skeleton for the document “Data Description Method (DDM)” as presented in the attached document DDM-Document-Skeleton.doc.
