Choice of DIAMETER

* TMO wanted an IP based protocol.

* DIAMETER: chosen by IMS (Sh, Cx, Dx). Adapted for charging/access control. Less for address resolution. 

* DNS: adapted for address resolution, not for access control

* SOAP based: less performant than DIAMETER

* TMO willing to reconsider stage 3 selection of DIAMETER for expanded DNS

O&M:

* current proposal: every user record has a pointer to a specific service node. Can be hard then to do population split between Service Nodes. Need to be thought about.

* Profile storage. In HLR for voice. For MMS, would it make sense to have in HLR or somewhere else?

Security:

* issues important to consider. Unclear what they are though. It was agreed that there is a need to contact SA3 and ask them for guidance.
Charging:

* R/S need to get  data for correlation from the MSCF, per MMS to use in CDRs it generates, to ease correlation with similar CDRs produced by MSCF.

* data provided by the MSCF to the R/S is completely transparent to the R/S. R/S just has to provide this data in CDRs for postpay or prepay systems.

MM1, MM4, MM7: content of the "To:" and "From:" fields

* Is it right to say that they should not contain any alias, at routing time (e.g., when an MM4_Forward.REQ is sent from R/S a to R/S b)? Needs further study.
