2-State of the art

· The ETSI MExE group is referencing the APIs currently made by the JTAPI and the mobile JTAPI groups. The MExE group sends its requirements to JavaPhone/SUNMicrosystems.

· The JTAPI and mobile JTAPI groups are currently specifying the APIs, without liaison to JavaPhone. These groups are not included in the Java Phone group, even if some companies are part of the two.

· JavaPhone receives the requirements and liaison from the MExE group, and answer to them.
