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Introduction:

This document provides a new version of the user profile table in section 4.5.2 of GSM 03.57 (v1.5.0).

Legend:

Mandatory/Optional:



Identifies mandatory or optional characteristics of the user profile. Mandatory are those entries the user profile must contain and further the MExE MS must be able to interpret. 

Release 98/ Release 99:

Identifies the release when the user profile characteristic has to be supported.

Service dependent:

User profile characteristics relevant for specific applications and applets  should be stored  in a service profile only. 

Furthermore this service profile enables the user to set characteristics globally for all applications in the user  profile and  modifications in subsequent application / applet related service profile. Those characteristics of the user profile marked in the column “Service dependent” could be overwritten for specific applications by the service profile. An example would be the permission for transfer of location information. Users may want to give only a one-shot permission to all services except for a kind of emergency service to save time by giving a blanket permission. 

This service profile or multiple service profiles could be a part of the user profile (e.g. in a subdirectory) or separated into a different profile. Please note that a service may consist of an application or applet and its related content.

Access Permission:

Identifies the read/write permissions of the operator, manufacturer and service provider/3rd party to user profile characteristics. 

Description:

Description of the characteristic and example coding.

Comment:

Here a reference to the originating clause of  02.57 or 03.57 of this user profile characteristic or group of characteristics is given. This shall provide consistency in 02.57 and 03.57 in case any characteristic is moved to a different clause or deleted. 

Furthermore comments of the drafting group can be added in this column. Once the drafting of the user profile table has been completed this column will be deleted.
