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Subject: Harmonisation of MExE capability and preference information tokens with WAP Uaprof








The MExE group is defining tokens for indicating the terminal’s capability information and user preference information. The group welcomes the comments and advice from the WAP Uaprof group about the naming conventions and syntax of the capability and preference tokens. The MExE group is not sure if our schedule is compatible with the WAP forum Uaprof schedule. (It is possible that the WAP forum Uaprof standardisation will not be complete for the MExE Release 98.) If that is the case, the MExE group would like to discuss a subset of the MExE tokens (at least) with the WAP forum, and take advice about naming conventions and syntactic rules. As a result of this advice, MExE would like to be confident that the capability and preference tokens in MExE Release 98 and 99 would be in line with the tokens defined in WAP Uaprof group.





The MExE group considers the following capability and preference information as required in MExE Relase98:





Conformance information preferably with information about the specification version, e.g. “Conformance: MExE 1.5.0 CM2”


MExE services, which identifies on where then information on the PLMN -provided MExE-services may be found, e.g. “MExE-srvcs: http://telco.mexe.com/services”


MExE device&model, e.g. “Device: Nokia 9110” 


MeXE keyboard human language, i.e. language used in the keyboard


MexE human language, i.e. the preferred language for the user


Pointing device, i.e. the type of pointing device: none, touchscreen, mouse etc.


User profile , i.e. individual characteristics of the user profile


MexE-URL, i.e. an indirect reference to a location where the MexE MS’s characteristics may be obtained


MexE –res., i.e. the pixel size of the display





The following capability and preference information in addition to the list above are considered as required to MexE Release 99:





Serial Number, or the hardware number of the terminal


Software version


Characters, i.e. the number of lines and characters in line in the display


Colours, i.e. the number of colours the display supports


Grey, i.e. the number of gray scale e.g. 2 for black and white only


Voice, i.e. indication of whether the voice capture is supported (yes/no)


Keyboard type


Number of keys supported by the keyboard


Flang, i.e. the formal language such as HTML, WML etc.


Additional protocols, e.g. SAT


Supported bearers


Difference to base Classmark 


User authorised available memory type, e.g. RAM etc.


Amount of memory authorised by the user


Audio codec type


Video codec type


Transfer limits


Transfer time


Location information type, e.g. TOA, E-OTD


Actual location information as defined by type


Additional characteristics, e.g. smart card reader


Additional information, e.g. manufacturer-defined additional characteristics
