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A Multi-mode terminal can either be registered in a UMTS network or in a 2nd generation network (e.g. GSM). This depends on the availability of the networks at a time. If the same operator runs both the UMTS and the 2nd generation network, it would be feasible for all signalling to be routed through one network, i.e. the network in which the terminal is registered. For this situation T2 has the following suggestions:

1. If a terminal is registered in the GSM network it might be possible that a 3rd party is trying to reach the subscriber with higher data rates (e.g. video conference call). In this case it is required for the networks to recognise in which mode the terminal is registered. T2 finds it appropriate that the calling party should be informed, that the subscriber is not in the mode in which he can set up the requested connection.

2. Additionally T2 sees as a good option to have an indication to the subscriber that somebody tries to reach him with a higher data rate than the network in which he is registered can offer. In such a case the subscriber may be able to change the mode in order to set up the requested connection.

T2 is aware of that this improvement requires some changes on the UMTS/GSM standards. T2 regards the realisation of the first suggestion as important and it should be considered very carefully.
