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TSG-RAN WG2 has received the liaison statement from WG1 regarding FACH rates and we would like to thank WG1 for informing us on the WG1 opinions about the rates supported by the FACH.





WG2 sees the need for FACH rates in the same range as for DCH, i.e. spreading factors in the full range of 512 to 8, to support requirements from signalling and packet data. Also we see the need to support multiple FACH in a cell.





Also, we are still investigating the minimum required FACH rate for the baseline terminal capabilities.
