Telia position on the issue of standardised connectors

The Telia opinion concerning the standardisation of interconnection arrangements between the terminal equipment and the mobile equipment is the following:

· Telia supports the proposal to standardise a TE/ME interface, under the assumption however that this interface becomes optional. This is in order not to constrain other developments in the future. 

· Several types of TE/ME interfaces are possible, such as

· Wire-bound interface (ie the proposed physical connector)

· Infrared interface

· Radio interface (eg Bluethooth)

It should be explored to what extent the logical interfaces (the higher layer protocols) of those different types of interfaces could be aligned.
· 3GPP should not duplicate the work on TE/ME interfaces in cases where other appropriate bodies are already doing it. This is the case for the radio interface (Bluetooth). For the wire-bound interface there is no existing work. We are in favour of having the wire-bound interface specified by 3GPP.

· Since the TE/ME interfaces will all be optional there is no possibility to prevent standardisation of alternative optional standards for the same purpose. We do however not see any value in a multitude of competing standards for the same purpose and we do not think it should be encouraged.

Some of the discussions are not clear to us though, as definitions of the involved entities are not clearly explained anywhere. Therefore we would welcome some definitions, including functional descriptions, on words such as MT, TA and TE.
