CURRENCY

The Finnish currency unit is the markka (FIM), divided into 100 pennis.  Exchange rates (9 July, 1999): 

1 USD = 5.8 FIM, 1 GBP = 9.0 FIM, 1 DEM = FIM 3.0, 1 FRF = FIM 0.9

FOREIGN EXCHANGE OFFICES

All banks: open Mon-Fri 9.15 am - 4.15 p.m. (office hours may vary regionally). Closed on Saturdays and Sundays. Foreign currency and travellers' cheques can also be exchanged in several currency exchange offices in the centre of Helsinki. Other exchange points: Helsinki-Vantaa Airport, open daily 6.30 am - 11.00 p.m.; Katajanokka Harbour, open daily during the arrival and departure of ships; Central Railway Station, open daily 8.00 am - 9.00 p.m.

CREDIT CARDS

American Express, Diner's Club, Eurocard, Access, Master Card and Visa are accepted in hotels, restaurants, larger shops and department stores.

OPENING HOURS

The most common opening hours for shops are 9.00 am to 6.00 p.m. on weekdays and 9.00 am to 3.00 p.m. on Saturdays, though many shops are now open until 9.00 p.m. on weekdays and until 6.00 p.m. on Saturdays. Some department stores, for example Stockmann, are even open on Sundays.

Banks are open Mon-Fri 9.15 am - 4.15 p.m. (office hours may vary regionally). Closed on Saturdays and Sundays. Post offices are open Mon-Fri 9.00 am - 5.00 p.m.. Yellow mail boxes (on walls) for collections daily. Stamps are available at post offices, book and paper shops, R-kiosks, stations, and hotels.

SHOPPING

Helsinki offers a vast array of shops with uncommon gifts - from functional Finnish Design to folksy handicrafts. Stockmann and Sokos are two of Helsinki’s largest department stores located right in the heart of Helsinki. At Etelä-Esplanadi you will find designer stores selling Finnish glassware, china, clothes, jewellery, furniture, etc.
