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This LS is in response to the LS “Definitions for usage of Multi-mode/system terminals” sent to T2 SWG5 from T1. (TSG T1-99125) 

[Editors note: This is actually a response to a response to a LS which was send from T2 SWG5 to T1 (original LS: TSGT1#4(99)102 / TSGT2MT#1(99)012)]

T2 SWG5 did highly appreciate the answer from T1 on the LS sent out from SWG5.

SWG5 decided, to use the definition as proposed by T1 and that all definitions which are needed within the TR/TS produced by SWG5 and not already included within TR 25.990, will be sent to RAN for approval and for incorporation in TR 25.990.

In this respect SWG5 would like RAN to include the following definitions used so far in TR 21.910 into TR 25.990.

Multi-mode terminal: a terminal that has the ability to communicate with and switch between the different modes (FDD and TDD) within UTRAN.

Multi-system terminal: a terminal that has the ability to communicate with and switch between different types of access networks (e.g. a terminal that can communicate with both UMTS and GSM and/or HiperLAN2).

Active communication: A terminal is in active communication when a CS connection or PS session is ongoing.

Camping on a cell: The UE is in idle mode and has completed the cell selection / reselection process and has chosen a cell. The UE monitors system information and (in most cases) paging information. Note that the services may be limited, and that the PLMN may not be aware of the existence of the UE within the chosen cell. [3G TS 25.304]

Multi-band: when a certain type of radio technology/radio interface is used in different frequency bands (e.g. GSM for both 900 and 1800 MHz).
