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TSG-CN2 thanks TSG-CN OSA ad-hoc for their liaison.  There are currently no mechanisms within CAP which will allow the transfer of terminal capability information.  During the development of CAMEL Phase 3 we have discussed the possibility of creating a mechanism which would allow an envelope of service/user dependant information to be transferred between the gsmSSF and gsmSCF.  While there is agreement in principle to include such a capability in CAP there has been no further work on this feature due to the absence of service requirements and further technical input.  As the technical scope of CAMEL Phase 3 for Release ’99 is now closed this work will be carried forward into the Release 2000 version of CAMEL.  CN2 note your requirements for a similar capability to transfer more specific information on the capabilities of the terminal using the toolkit specific mechanisms.  However, before proceeding with this work CN2 require further clarification of the requirements (e.g. type, size and structure of the information to be transferred and when is the information to be transferred).

CN2 look forward to working with CN OSA Ad-hoc to develop further the signalling requirements for CAMEL support of OSA.
