The MMS is intended to send and receive messages exploiting the whole array of media types. In particular, voice and fax messages are part of these media types. 





France Telecom supports the idea that MMS, in addition to process any multimedia messages,  shall also be able to process any failed voice or fax  call in the circuit switched domain (due to unconditional or conditional forwarding conditions). That concerns any voice or fax call to a mobile recipient. Moreover, a mobile or fixed phone shall be able to retrieve any voice message from the MMS Server.





Assume for example that a user A (with a fixed or mobile phone) wants to call a mobile user B. In case B  can not be reached, MMS shall however allow user A to leave a message for user B. The call shall therefore be forwarded to the MMS Server via the MMS Relay. 





During last T2 meeting, WAP was chosen as the transfer protocol for the Terminal / Relay interface for Release 99. However, even if this choice can be considered as appropriate for the delivery / retrieval of most of multimedia messages, it is not relevant for a message delivery due to a call forwarding. 








Proposal : 





Real-time access  to the MMS Server via the MMS Relay shall be possible in the circuit switched domain. To allow this requirement, an SS7 interface shall be needed (like in GSM for voice-mail systems with ISUP interface).
