1 MExE Release 98 Stage

MExE Stage 1 contains many requirements.  MExE Stage 2 for Release 98 and 99 has covered many of these requirements.  There may be requirements which in the interim are invalid, incorrect, or out of date, or simply unfulfilled.

Delegates are invited to review the Stage 1, and propose changes to Stage 1 or Stage 2 accordingly.

2 MExE Release 98 Stage 1 additions

The Stage 1 CR to MExE Release 98 Stage 1 added the following additional requirements:-

1. the means for MExE applications to perform some AT command functionality without compromise to security of MExE as defined in clause 8;

2. the means for authentication certificates associated with applications to be managed and stored in the SIM;

3. the ability for a MExE application to negotiate the QoS, and the ability to indicate to a MExE application changes in the QoS; 

4. the ability of MExE applications to be notified that handover is about to occur, is occuring or has occurred;

5. the means for MExE MS manufacturers to download and upgrade their existing codec in a MExE MS.  A generic mechanism to download other proprietary software into the execution environment of the MS shall be available to the manufacturer.  The downloading of platform independent MExE applications, such as streaming audio,  that support multimedia capabilities shall also be possible;

6. the means for data to be synchronised between the MExE MS and the MExE service environment.

In the 5 months that MExE had to complete MExE Release 98, the MExE group successfully completed work on items 2. and 3. above.  Item 6. is being executed by TSG-T2 SWG2 Terminal Interfaces: MExE will determine what API's (if any) will be required to support the synchronisation working being done in SWG2.

MExE, like all other working group committees, is input driven, and little if no input was received for items 1., 4., and 5. above.  These items will remain uncompleted without input from delegates.

3 New MExE requirements

New requirements may be proposed at any time by delegates.  These new requirements may be in the light of technology changes, or company preferences, possibly resulting in new classmarks, improved security, new functionality, improved/new relationships with other organisations etc.

MExE, like all other working group committees, is input driven, and all proposals are welcomed from all delegates.
