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Introduction

At the MExE meeting in London we had some problems with the state of a MExE executable. I have gone through the specification and tried to find all states an executable can have (In parenthesis behind the name of the state is the place where the state is mentioned in the specification.). I have added some states. 

I have also made a number of state diagrams showing the relations between different states.

Should we include something like this in the specification?

If not, do we need to describe the relations between states in another way?

If, where to put it? In an annex, before “9 Quality of Service”, or …

State of a MExE executables
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A MExE executable can have the following state in the MExE device.

· Discovered (4.7)

· Transferring (4.7)

· Streaming (New)
The execution of the executable is started before the transferring is finished. It is executed as untrusted. 

· Resident (4.7.3)
The executable is stored in the MExE device. It can have been transferred or pre-loaded.

· Deleted (4.7.5)
This is a transient state. After deletion the executable normally returns to Discovered.

Sub-state in the Resident state.
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The Resident state of a MExE executable has the following sub-states.

· Untrusted (8.1)
This is the start state of Resident.

· Trusted in Operator Domain (8.1)

· Trusted in Manufacturer Domain (8.1)

· Trusted in Third Party Domain (8.1)
The executable is verified to belong to a security domain.

· Configured (4.7.2)
The executable is configured (manually or automatically). This is a transient state.

· Installed (8.2.1)
The executable is resident and configured. It can also be pre-installed.

Sub-state in the Installed state.
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The Installed state of a MExE executable has the following sub-states.

· Passive (or Terminated or Stopped) (4.7.3, 8.2, 8.3)
This is the start state of Installed.

· Activated (or Launched (8.2))

The Activated state of a MExE executable has the following sub-states.
· Executing (4.7.3)

· Waiting user permission (New)
This is a sub-state to Executing 

· Suspended (4.7)
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
