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INTRODUCTION

During the SWG5 meeting a work item description for forthcoming work in this group was suggested and discussed. It was the opinion of Nokia that this proposal should not be treated further without consulting SA1, SA2 and SMG2 first for further comments about what they consider as the most important work for this group. 

As no consensus about how to proceed with this Work Item Description could be found, it was decided to ask for guidance in the closing plenary of T2. It was also agreed that comments on the proposed work areas were needed from T2. 

PROPOSED WORK AREAS

The proposed Work Item Description included the following objectives: -

· Multi co-ordination function to direct the user / UE to the most appropriate Radio Access Technology / Mode at the moment

· Global circulation aspects for multi-mode UE operation

· The possibility of different VHE for 2G and 3G and the multi-mode UE requirements

· When different subscriptions are used for different Radio Access Technologies / modes

· The implications on the USIM

· Implications on other entities

· Combining 3G with other radio access technologies like Wireless LANs

· Operator conditions

· The general UE requirements that a combination like this causes

· The support in the current structure

· If further commercial and user requirements arise, further refinements for the type 3 and type 4 UE

DISCUSSION AND GUIDANCE NEEDED

These areas are all quite general and needs more detailed descriptions to generate a good progress. Still, to get some real focus in the work of SWG5 we need to have a narrow scope and goal that is also important for the whole 3GPP and 3G business. Therefore we ask for comments on the suggested areas to get a common view of what is most important to put focus on for Multi-mode UEs for R00.
