According to CR of 24.008, In UMTS, the system information will be sent to the MS in RRC messages and the structure of this information is specified in TS 25.331. For the CN system information, the IE type "GSM-MAP NAS system information" is defined in TS 25.331 v3.1.0. 
However, In 21.904 categorization, Access stratum items are mentioned in the Annex A4, but NAS not mentioned in Annex based on previous 24.008 version. 

Since the contents of the CN common system information, the CS domain specific system information and the PS domain specific system information were to be specified in TS 24.008, request to reflect to 21.904 Annex A5 also.
