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Introduction:

Nokia has presented TDOC 000245 to TSG-T2 SWG3 for consideration. This document offers major improvements to EMS both to the customer and operator.
The current agreed EMS still has a number of potential compatibility problems.

We believe that current specification is inflexible and has a number of limitations. 

The Nokia solution that we have presented would ellimintate these problems and would offer a more flexible and enhanced service.

Listed below are the issues that we feel are still unresolved with the current specificaition 23.040 v3.4.1.

1. Compatibility with non-ESMS Mobiles.
Splitting the text part over multiple concatenated messages may cause problems with  non-ESMS mobile customers.

E.g The message text is present over multiple messages. The user  views the whole message as a sequence of individual messages. Each message contains only a small part of the message text. 

SM1 Hello this

SM2 is an enhanced short 

SM3 message that is difficult

SM4 to view on non-esms mobiles.

2. Sounds

The sound feature has been designed for certain mobile implementations and is depended on a specific MMI. This may cause severe compatibility issues which will certinaly affect other mobile manufacturer implementations of their MMI.
3. Data formats.

The data formats in the current specification are rather inflexible leading to possible complications with future enhancements.

Conclusion

Nokia could not reach full agreement on TDOC T2-000245 to correct problems and improve the service to the customer. Nokia has discussed our issues and raised our concerns with a number of key mobile manufactures and although we have reached partial agreement. Nokia feels at this late stage after technical analysis we do not wish to disrrupt the previously agreed status of the EMS for release 99.
