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The SyncML initiative (www.syncml.org) is an open industry group formed to develop and promote a common protocol, SyncML, for synchronizing data among mobile information appliances (e.g., mobile phones, handheld computers) and various workstations and network application servers. The protocol, however, also has applicability to universal data synchronization.

SyncML is an XML-based transport and datatype-independent protocol and is optimized for use in the wireless environment (e.g., taking into account resource-constrained devices and low bandwidth connections).

Starting in the Autumn of this year, the SyncML initiative will approach the relevant telecommunications standards and specifications bodies such as your group, Bluetooth, and the WAP Forum to discuss SyncML’s features, specifications, and development schedule with a view towards potential recognition and adoption by these standards and specifications bodies when SyncML 1.0 is published at the end of this year.
In order to start the discussion process with 3GPP, we would like to:

1. Provide a presentation on SyncML, if possible, at the next 3GPP meeting during the week of August 28th in Galway, Ireland, and
2. Initiate discussions to identify how best SyncML might play a roll in the further development of wide area data synchronisation within 3GPP’s framework.
