TWG have considered the liaison statement from T2 SWG3 dated 15 May 2000 and noted the concern with the implementation and behaviour of SMS centres following testing conducted by Siemens AG.

TWG have taken action in this respect and have arranged to distribute the documents to network manager contacts in the GSM Association.  The network manager contacts will be asked to note the issue and take appropriate action in their operations of SMS services.

TWG do not have contacts with SMSc suppliers as the group is solely responsible for terminals issues.   However, TWG have copied this liaison statement to GSMA SERG and look to SERG to give best advice on how to address the SMSc suppliers.

TWG looks forward to continuing liaison with 3GPP groups on matters of terminal interoperability and requirements.
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
