It has come to the knowledge of TSG-T2 SWG1 (MExE) that the WAP Forum is working on a standard that will define certain classes of WAP devices. To our knowledge these classes will mandate the functionality of the devices belonging to the different classes. 

To avoid conflicting requirements MExE would like to take the opportunity to express its hope that WAP Forum in their work with the classes take into consideration the limitations that the 3GPP TS 23.057 standard (the MExE specification) puts on a MExE Classmark 1 device. These limitations are especially important as, until WAP supports signed contents, all WAP applications have to execute as MExE untrusted resulting in the reduced functionality being permitted to that WAP application.   

In particular, the MExE group would like to hear which (if any) of these potential WAP classes of devices may support the signed content model.  By supporting signed content for a particular class of WAP device, those WAP applications will then be able to access all MExE functionality exposed to trusted applications.

3GPP TSG-T2 SWG1 (MExE) is looking forward to a continuing fruitful co-operation with WAP Forum.
