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S1 would like to thank T3 for their LS in T3-000283 proposing to standardise the storage of URL bookmarks on the UICC/USIM. 

New services and the VHE

With the expansion and access to new services in 3G environments, users will be presented with an increasing range of services.  In addition to the basic bookmark details proposed by T3, users may also wish/require to store additional information related to the bookmark itself, and other services information.  Given the limited capacity and processing capabilities of the USIM, a more encompassing requirement should be addressed.

S1 has considered the proposal from a wider services requirements perspective, and in particular in relation to VHE.  VHE ensures that users can experience the same look and feel of services, across network and terminal boundaries.  In particular, the VHE User Profile provides the capability to store personalised services related information, which could include user bookmarks and other related information.  VHE is defining the requirements and structure of the User Profile during the course of Release 2000, and it is considered that user information such as bookmarks should form part of this user services information.

Thus the VHE User Profile is considered the more appropriate mechanism to identify the use of services, such as bookmarks, by the user.

Distribution of the VHE User Profile

The S1 VHE group has started work in identifying the VHE User Profile requirements, and has identified that the VHE User Profile may be distributed across the USIM, UE and network, and the need for the distributed User Profile to be synchronised to ensure consistent support of services.  Thus, information such as bookmarks suggested by T3 could be stored on the USIM within the framework of the VHE User Profile.  Once identified within the VHE User Profile, toolkits such as USAT may then decide to store the information locally on the USIM.  By identifying the services data within the VHE User Profile, it is then available in a secure, consistent, transparent and portable way everywhere within the user's VHE.

Definition of the VHE User Profile

As VHE covers the overall system, storage of user data is considered on a wider field and input from all relevant groups is required to consolidate the requirements.  To assist in its definition, the S1 VHE group has issued the attached LS to all relevant groups to specify requirements for user data profile as part of its Release 2000 work in 22.121, and T3 is invited to contribute to the definition of the VHE User Profile.

S1 looks forward to T3's co-operation on information supported in, and transferred to/from the USIM.
