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S2 kindly likes to thank T2 for their presentation on Multimedia Messaging Addressing (S2-001843, T2M00123). 

S2 is considering the use of ENUM for the IM Subsystem (SIP) as it is seen a valuable solution for the long term (Rel 5). Also S2 sees the similar addressing requirements for SIP based services and MMS. A unique solution for both would be preferable. Therefore S2 likes to encourage T2 to work further on a solution based on ENUM.

S2 has recognised two areas where further work is needed: 

1. An administrative framework has to be established to operate the distributed database which is needed for ENUM. To ensure that the administrative decisions have to be taken on time, already started work should be intensified by involvement of the concerned bodies, e.g. GSMA. SA2 sees its responsibility to fix the technical framework and to urge the need of an administrative framework by sending a LS to GSMA. This work has to be done for the IM Subsystem anyway. If needed ENUM could be introduced for 3G services in a bottom up approach starting within the group of 3GPP operators.

2. T2 should take over the responsibility to verify that the MMS service can be registered for use in ENUM within MMS Rel 4 time frame requirements.   

During ongoing work we need to check if the long term ENUM solution is applicable for release 4. In case it is not, then a short term solution should be introduced. It has to be ensured that such a short term solution guarantees a migration to the long term solution ENUM.
