The WAP User Agent Profile Drafting Committee acknowledges the modified liaison statement from 3GPP TSG-T2 SWG1 (MExE), dated 10/24/00, received 11/08/00, and regrets the delay in formulating a response to this liaison. UAProf discussed this liaison in Munich and has now incorporated the following changes to the UAProf Specification Change Document (SCD), titled WAP-174_001-UAPROF,dated 12/13/00, for inclusion in the WAP D2K release:

Addition of three new attributes (viz. JavaPlatform, MexeClassmarks and MexeSecureDomains) to the UAProf core vocabulary as follows:

Please note that MexeClassmarks attribute is different from the MexeClassmark attribute that existed in previous versions of UAProf. This new attribute is characterized by an RDF “Bag” and has been primarily added for backward compatibility purposes. Also note the new semantics associated with the values of the MexeSecureDomains attribute.

Finally, with regards to the MexeAccept-Platform attribute, the Drafting Committee suggests that MExE consider the possible use of the DownloadableSoftwareSupport attribute, already part of the UAProf core vocabulary. It would be valuable for the specification to include sample values that fulfill MExE requirements, as illustrative use of this tag by MExE devices.
