The Infrared Data Association (IrDA) welcomes the opportunity to work with 3GPP and its TSG‑T Working Group 2 (TSG-T2) on bookmark standards.  In the generation of the 3GPP documents, it is permissible for your organisation to reference the IrDA documents without requiring an official MOU.  The MOU would be required if you wanted to incorporate our content into your document with the intent of granting permission to avoid copyright infringements.

With respect to the two 3GPP requests that,

1.
The IrDA permit 3GPP to use IrMC’s vBookmark specification in a manner similar in nature to that granted to 3GPP for the use of IrDA’s data synchronisation technology in 1999 and

2.
The IrDA permit IrMC to set up a cross-SDO effort with TSG-T2 to address any extensions needed to accommodate specific 3GPP requirements with IrMC’s vBookmark specification, if any such extensions are needed,

The IrDA has (1) drafted and supplied a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) covering the use of the IrDA’s intellectual property in the manner requested and (2) will permit a cross-SDO effort to address any identified extensions with IrMC’s vBookmark as required.

We would also like to take this opportunity to thank 3GPP for providing an update presentation on TSG-T2’s progress to date on this topic to the IrDA’s Board of Directors as part of the IrDA’s most recent meeting during the week of 29th January in Santa Clara, CA, in the USA.  We would also be willing to provide such an update on the evolutionary progress of IrMC’s vBookmark specification to TSG-T2 as part of the next 3GPP meeting during the week of 12th February in Los Angeles, CA.
