A summary of issues of T2 interest from T#11 was presented T2-010308. The draft report of the TSG-T#11, TSG-T meeting #11, Palm Springs, 14- 16 March, 2001 was available in T2-010309. Please find below a summary of the main issues:

All CRs submitted by T2 were approved. In relation with the approved CR to 23.140, NTT DoCoMo announced that they would like to discuss MMS network implementation profile for Rel-5 in the forthcoming T2 and T meetings.

TS 23.227 "Application and user interaction in the UE" was approved as version 4.0.0. T3 will provide input from their meeting to T2#13. Resulting changes to the spec can be treated as part of Rel-4 if required.

The revised terms of reference for T2 were approved.

Application testing: at the last T meeting a list with potential application test objects was provided. So far there is not enough input on this. Unless there will be four supporting companies work will not be done. A new sub-working group might be established for this.

Only the following T2's R99 technical reports will be upgraded to Rel-4: 

23.039 Interface Protocols for the Connection of Short Message Service Centres (SMSCs) to Short Message Entities (SMEs)

27.901 Report on Terminal Interfaces - An Overview

The work item "AT commands for new services" was closed although the goal was not completely reached because of lack of input. If Rel-4 AT command enhancements are proposed in future, TSG-T will decide on a case by case basis if it is possible still to include it into Rel-4.

The Work item "vObjects and other constructs for data synchronisation" was moved to Rel-5.

3GPP Work Plan

The latest version of the 3GPP work plan was presented as in T2-010307. All WGs are requested to review and update the work plan at each meeting. The T2 SWGs were asked to do so. 

1.9
Other opening plenary issues

The status list of T2 specifications/reports was provided for information in T2-010305.
T2-010314 gives a brief summary of the content of Rel-4 and Rel-5 derived from the workplan. Delegates to check and bring any issues to the T2 chairman.
The 3GPP working procedures (T2-010313) were provided for information. The T2 secretary explained Article 28 which deals with the procedure of voting. The T2 chairman added information on the issue of regional balance which recently was discussed by the PCG. Regional balance should be considered but finding the most suitable candidate for an open position has the main priority. 

T2-010520 is a presentation from Ericsson on user profile description. User profile data is used by many different functions. To avoid multiple descriptions of the data it is proposed to describe the data once and to try to use generic mapping to formats. The data description requirements are given and principles for data description are proposed. It was commented that the work of the VHE group (i.e. TS 22.121) has to be considered and cooperation is required. A recent change request to TS 22.121 (VHE) Release 5 to update Release 5 TS was mentioned in this context and can be found in T2-010525. The documents were noted.

T2-010521 is a presentation from SyncML on continuous provisioning reporting from that the Device Management Committee has been formed. The DevMan shall be responsible to create specifications for Device Management based on the SyncML representation and synchronization protocols (but not limited to SyncML technology only). The focus of the committee includes definition of a framework and addressing mechanism for parameters and objects. Goal for the final approval of the specification is January 2002. It was clarified that OSGi stands for Open Service Gateway initiative. It was clarified that SyncML is checking if WAP bootstrap can be used. In this context, bootstrap is an initial operation between the device and an operator which is usually once in the lifetime of a device. It was asked if talking about device managment does include the (U)SIM. It seems that SyncML is not breaking down what portions of the device and it is assumed that SyncML covers the UE. T2-010521 was noted.
It was decided to have an Initial SWG1/SWG2 discussion on Terminal Management and Data Description is needed right after the opening plenary. It seems that SWG3’s involvement is not required at the moment. 

It was reported that EMS is discussed for adoption in 3GPP2. Potential changes to EMS are also under discussion. The T2 secretary to check if there is an incoming LS from 3GPP2. Note after the meeting: No LS related to this issue has been received by 3GPP.

4 Closing Plenary

4.1
Joint SWG1/SWG2 meeting on terminal management

A SWG1/SWG2 Joint meeting was held on terminal management chaired by Mark CATALDO (MOTOROLA). The report was presented in T2-010526 and later revised in T2-010530. The report was revised again in T2-010567 and approved. It can be found in Annex G.

During the joint meeting there was a general consensus to generate feedback to other groups that T2 want be involved in this area, also to input T2 requirements to them. That T2 are in a potential position to influence and drive T2 requirements into other groups (3GPP and wider). The following LSs were created as an output of this meeting:

T2-010433 is an LS reply to SA5 on MExE and User Equipment Management (T2-000756). The LS was approved.

T2-010434 is an LS reply to SA1's 'Coordination of 3GPP response to WAP WPG Client Provisioning DC on Mobile Device Management LS' proposal. The LS was approved.

T2-010435 is an LS reply to SyncML initiative concerning leveraging SyncML for Mobile Device Management. The LS was approved.

Results SWG1 Execution Environment

SWG1 chairman Mark CATALDO (Motorola) presented the SWG1 closing plenary presentation T2-010551. The SWG1 report can be found in T2-010346. The report was approved and can be found in Annex D. 

T2-010408 CR 23.057 Certificate Chain Verification Diagram is requested to be e-agreed by T2 with a one week approval period. This was accepted by T2. The CR must be approved by Friday 8 June to get it to the TSG-T meeting the following week.

T2-010409 is an LS to S2 on MExE Service environment. It was decided to copy the LS to SA1. The LS was approved as T2-010552.

T2-010387 CR 22.057 Classmark 4 stage 2 (REL-5). The source was changed to T2 and SMG4 was removed from the header. It was agreed to send the CR as T2-010553 to SA1. Friedhelm RODERMUND will forward the CR to SA1. Note after the meeting: It was noted that the CR title didn’t make sense and was therefore changed. The CR was forwarded to SA1 as T2-010569.
T2-010382 CR 23.057 Correction of SIM insert/remove terminology. A definition for "valid (U)SIM application" is added to specifically refer to the detection by the MExE ME of a valid SIM on the SIM card, or USIM application on the UICC (e.g. through insertion of (U)SIM card, power up of MExE device etc.).  References to SIM insertion and removal are modified to be in line with the terminology in the definition. The CR was agreed.
T2-010390 CR 23.057 MExE Device Administrator. This CR proposes several editorial modifications to help clarifying the relationship between the Administrator and the Third-Party certificates. The CR was agreed.

T2-010381 CR 23.057 Manufacturer RPK. Addition of the statement that manufacturer applications become untrusted if there is no valid MRPK. The CR was agreed.
T2-010384 CR 23.057 Administrator mechanism. The administrator mechanism requires to be updated to reflect the fact that MExE (U)SIM may now contain administrator certificates. The currently described mechanism originates from the date when it was presumed that the administrator certificate could not be carried on the MExE-(U)SIM, and still refers back to Release 98. The CR was agreed.
T2-010386 CR 23.057 Clarification of note 10 in table 6. Text in note is changed to “Access request requires no user permission.” The CR was agreed.
T2-010391 CR 23.057 Miscellaneous Editorial Clarifications. The CR was agreed as T2-010554.

T2-010392 CR 23.057 More Abbreviations. Consequences if not approved was added: “missing explanation of abbreviations”. The CR was agreed as T2-010555. 

T2-010393 CR 23.057 CC/PP Working Group Web Page. The category was changed to F and consequence if not approved was added. The CR was agreed as T2-010556. Friedhelm RODERMUND reminded the meeting that category D shall only be used for purely edititorial CRs like correction of spelling mistakes etc. A software developer should not have to look at cat D CRs. 

T2-010394 CR 23.057 CC/PP over WSP using WBXML. This CR proposes to add to the MExE specification a comment making clear WBXML is required. The category was changed to F and consequence if not approved was added. The CR was agreed as T2-010557. 

T2-010395 CR 23.057 QoS Support. There is a contradiction between section 4.13 and section 9 about the optionality of QoS support in MExE device. The CR was agreed.
T2-010404 CR 23.057 Clarification of root public keys. The TS is insufficiently clear on how root public keys may be replaced, and their relationship to other root public keys of the same type. The CR was revised in T2-010558 with the consequence if not approved added. The CR was agreed. 

T2-010405 CR 23.057 Status of applications when valid RPK not available. The TS is currently unclear on how to handle MExE executables when their valid root public key is not present. The CR was agreed.
T2-010406 CR 23.057 Executable Integrity. The current specification is overly burdensome on classmarks that support security domains, and defines implementation details not requirements. The CR was agreed.
T2-010397 Administrator mechanism. Added certificate type and the fact that the certificate contains a root public key wherever the specification generically refers to certificate in the Administrator determination mechanism. The CR was agreed.
4.2
Results SWG2 Terminal Interfaces

The SWG2 report in T2-010411 was presented by SWG2 chairman Kazuya HASHIMOTO (NEC). The report was approved and can be found in Annex E. 

Kevin HOLLEY clarified that the source of T2-010424 “Draft TR Service requirements for the IP Multimedia; Requirements Report on UE Functionality Split” is not SA1 since the document has not been endorsed by SA1. The source could be Nortel. Ericsson announced that they will directly input a CR to 23.227 to TSG-T. 

T2-010414 CR REL-4 27.007 Aligning command AT+CSNS with changes introduced to single numbering scheme. The CR was agreed. The corresponding CR to R99 in T2-010415 was also agreed.

T2-010420 CR R99 27.007 Inclusion of multimedia values to command AT+CBST. T2-010421 is the corresponding CR to Rel-4. Both CRs were agreed.

T2-010422 CR R99 27.007 Modification to Request Packet Domain service 'D' command. T2-010423 is the corresponding CR to Rel-4. Both CRs were agreed.

T2-010430 CR R99 27.007 Inclusion of IPv6. T2-010431 is the corresponding CR to Rel-4. Both CRs were agreed.

T2-010425 is the new work item “Terminal Local Model” for Rel-5. Vodafone and BT will be added as supporting companies to the WID by the T2 secretary. The category will be changed to Building Block (BB). The WID was agreed. T3 comments are expected during TSG-T.

T2-010426 is an LS reply to SA1, SA3 and T3 on UE Split. T2 would like to provide delegates to attend the ad hoc meeting scheduled during the week of 25 June in Dallas, Texas to ensure a review of the most recent issues raised in T2’s on-going evaluation in this regard. The LS was approved.

T2-010427 is an LS reply to T3 cc S1, T on TS 23.227 dealing with T3’s concerns on this spec. The LS was approved as T2-010568 after removal of draft and SWG3.

T2-010429 is an LS to CN on Deletion of WIs explaining that T2 has seen no impact on the AT commands specifications by the deletion of the Service modification without pre-notification. The LS was approved. 

T2-010436 is an LS to CN1 to clarify requirement for ID1806 “Terminal capabilities and Interactions on running multimedia from an external terminal (rel.5)”. The LS was approved. 

LS T2-010336 from SA1 on IM subsystem tones and announcements was postponed to the next meeting.

4.3
Results SWG3 Messaging

The report of SWG3 was presented in T2-010451 by Ian HARRIS (Vodafone). T2-010506 EMS WID needs to be added to the list of output documents. The report was approved with this change and can be found in Annex G. 

SWG3 proposed to add EMS and MMS to T2-010314 (Content of Rel-4 and Rel-5). Friedhelm RODERMUND explained that T2-010314 is derived from the workplan and EMS (for Rel-4 and Rel-5) and MMS (for Rel-5) are missing because no work item exists yet (status last plenary in March 2001). As soon the EMS and MMS work items are created by T2 and approved by TSG-T, they will also appear in the next version of this summary document.

The majority of CRs produced from the EMS ad hoc #1 in London and from the informal drafting in Paris have been agreed. A number of other CRs were placed on hold until the next T2 in order not to destabilise the current situation with regard to the aforementioned CRs.

Magic 4 have produced a statement concerning their IPR position for EMS (T2-010500). The discussion on this topic took place outside the T2 meeting. The document was noted. Friedhelm RODERMUND offered to bring Magic4 in contact with the ETSI legal advisor if they need his advice.

The LS from the SA1 chairman on Deficiencies in Stage 1 MMS CR (T2-010340) could not be treated because of lack of time and is postponed to the next meeting. 

All Rel-5 MMS CRs have been postponed until the next T2 to allow sufficient time for off line discussions. In particular, T2-010498 Media Object Distribution will be referred to S1 by Magnus Svensson for S1 comment and support.

T2-010460 CR 23.040 New Enhanced Text Formatting. Addition of two new bytes of data to the existing Text Formatting IE allowing the specification of the text colour and the text background colour for the current formatting run. The title was changed to “Addition of text and background colour”. The CR was agreed. 
T2-010493 is an LS to SA5 on milestones and schedule for MMS charging. The MMS stage 1 and stage 2 specs will be attached to the LS. The LS was approved and the T2 secretary will contact the SA5 secretary to to resolve how to get the documents onto SWG3 reflector.
T2-010489 CR to 23.140 on Address Hiding and Read-Reply Report. The “may not” was changed to “might not” and the box indicating that the CR affects the ME was ticked. The CR was agreed as T2-010559.

T2-010496 is a CR to 23.040 clarifying the number of octets parameter in User Prompt Indicator. The CR was agreed. 
T2-010504 CR 23.040 Editorial correction to TP-PID. The CR was revised in T2-010560.  The title was made more meaningful and the category was changed to F correction. The CR was agreed. 

T2-010505 CR 23.040 Application port addressing clarification. The CR was revised in T2-010561. The cat was changed to D and the consequences if not approved were added and SIM was changed to (U)SIM. The CR was agreed.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

General

It is proposed to add EMS and MMS to T2-010314 (Content of R4 and R5). The advice of Friedhelm Rodermund is sought. SWG3 have not prepared a formal change to T2-010314.

The work plan could not be reviewed due to the lack of time.

SMS

All CR’s and LS’s were agreed.

A reply LS ( T2-010509 ) has been agreed to be sent to ECMA – copied to SA, concerning the use of SMS in PISN. The means of getting it to ECMA requires discussion with Friedhelm Rodermund as the ECMA LS came via SA.

There was insufficient time to consider the XML coding draft standard from the IETF.

EMS

The majority of CR’s produced from the EMS ad hoc #1 in London and from the informal drafting in Paris have been agreed.

A number of other CR’s were placed on hold until the next T2 in order not to de stabilise the current situation with regard to the aforementioned CR’s.

Magic 4 have produced a statement concerning their IPR position for EMS ( T2-010500 ). Further consideration by manufacturers is needed, however it was agreed to forward the document in its present form to ETSI.  Friedhelm Rodermund is asked to take care of this.

CBS

All CR’s were agreed.

Document T2-0101333  (LS from RAN3 on Alignment of 25.419 SABP with 23.041)  will be discussed between Ian Harris and the contact person for this LS to get a clearer understanding whether CR’s are required.

MMS

The WID for R5 was agreed.

Several CR’s for R4 were agreed.

An LS from the SA1 chairman on Deficiencies in Stage 1 MMS CR ( T2-010340 )  has not been formally responded to as it does not appear to be an agreed SA1 position. T2’s position is given in this meeting report and this needs to be conveyed to the SA1 chairman. Friedhelm Rodermunds advice is sought.

All R5 CR’s have been postponed until the next T2 to allow sufficient time for off line discussions. In particular, T2-010498 Media Object Distribution will be referred to S1 by Magnus Svensson for S1 comment and support.

The MM7 work requires elaboration and this will be led by Jan Geiger from Materna.

Ileana Leuca (AT&T Wireless) will lead the work on notification.

Arthur Gidlow (One2One) offered to act as secretary for this meeting.

4.   Organisational

It was decided to use one day for EMS, and one day for MMS.

Other matters agreed in the opening of the meeting:

 - It is highly desirable for input documents to be available well in advance of each meeting.

 - Only essential corrections to Rel-4 are acceptable as defined by the 3GPP working procedures.

 - It is important to avoid de-stabilizing EMS specifications, but to keep in mind that R5 is not frozen.

Extended Objects

Introduces a range of extended objects, such as colour and grey-scale capability for pictures and animations, and extended sounds.  The extended objects may be compressed.

Discussion:  The new tables have similar scope to existing tables.  The specification should indicate that future features are to be added to the new tables where possible.

Minimum level of support in SME implementations: Jens Staack (Nokia) asked why the figure of 8 was specified? Why not eg. 6?  Alan Baldwin (Ericsson) explained that there had been investigations into typical content sizes. There is no particular reason for 8, but this appears to be a reasonable balance between desired functionality and implementation limitations.

The release status of RFC 1951 (added to the list of references) needs to be established.

Animation timing is controlled by the receiving terminal, when it has received the entire message.

IPR:  stated that Magic 4 would not seek any IPR that may be associated with this CR, should it be approved. This will be confirmed in a separate input statement (see T2-010500 below).

Extended sounds: Jens Staack said it was agreed at the previous meeting that the number of predefined sounds would not be increased beyond 10. It was agreed to reinstate the limit.

Nokia and Siemens pointed out that this CR is for Rel-5, and therefore the overall specification cannot be considered stable until Rel-5 is frozen. Manufacturers who implement the specification at the current stage risk not being compliant with the frozen release.

Siemens was contributing to the CR but is not noted as source of the document due to some concerns regarding the mandatory set of features. However Siemens is supporting this document as Siemens does not intend to defer work on this issue.

Conclusion: Due to the number of changes needed, and as this is the first presentation of the CR at a 3GPP meeting, the revised CR T2-0101501 is deferred, and will need to be agreed via email. The targets, in order to have the agreed CR available for the next T meeting in June, are as follows:

- deadline for discussion and CR stability (via SWG3 list): 29 May

- deadline for CR agreement (via T2 list): 5 June

A draft of a non-assertion statement was considered
