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Introduction

In MMS Release 5 work item description MMI Aspects, there is an aspect for content presentation. However, this is such an important issue that it should be discussed as an objective.

Discussions

Telia think it is incorrect to compare EMS that only need to control text, simple pixel image and simple sounds with MMS because, MMS will include higher quality media, i.e. formatted text, photos, voice, sounds, videos, animations etc. This creates a need to control the presentation of the media that did not exist before.

There is a large need to control the media to ensure interoperability from the sender to the receiver of an MM. Therefore, it is natural to use the already defined SMIL (Synchronized Multimedia Language) from W3C (World Wide Web) to ensure that the same or similar presentation will occur on all different terminal types and terminal models. The customer value and trust for the new service will be higher compare with looser controlled presentations. Also, the content provider will feel a larger control and trust for MMS. Probably MMS will be a much more interesting channel if the content provider can control the presentation of the MM. Technical the conversions in MMSE will be easier as applications, e.g. Web reader, use SMIL. There is a price to pay for the better control, and it is a lower level of flexibility for terminal manufacturers. But this is a low price to get a true interoperability from sender to receiver of a MM.

Recommendation

Telia suggest to insert the sections about SMIL in the WID proposal Objective, i.e. "Investigate and identify support for enhanced multimedia presentation (e.g. SMIL Basic)" to avoid proprietary solutions and to insure future interoperability between manufactures.
