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Your recent liaison, concerning MMS Charging, is gratefully acknowledged.  The suggestion that SA2 and SA5 should define a common charging architecture/solution for generic post-paid and pre-paid billing requirements is acceptable to SA5.  A SA2/SA5 joint meeting is planned for August 2001 and the charging architecture/solution suggestion will be part of this meeting’s agenda.

The T2-SWG3 concern that operators will desire the option to charge traffic generated by non-MSISDN devices (e.g. PDAs, PCs) will also be broached at the joint SA2/SA5 meeting.

We agree with T2-SWG3 that the correlation of the CDRs between the access domain (e.g. GGSN) and the service domain (e.g. MMSE) should be defined by SA5.  Such a definition has been included in a revised version of TS 32.235.  The updated version of TS 32.235 will be sent to T2-SWG3 prior to SA submission in September 2001.

Another pursuit of the SA5 Charging Rapporteur Group is to identify and define MMS charging types.  Assistance from T2-SWG3 for this pursuit would be gratefully received.
