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1. Overall Description:

The MMS Stage 2 requirements (3GPP Specification 23.140) have been  written  by T2,SWG3.  Currently MM1 Stage 3 specifications have been written and published by the WAP forum. 

In addition currently MM4 Stage 3 specifications have been standardized by T2 SWG3 and are included in the 3GPP TS 23.140 v4.2.0

Currently MMS stage 3 MM1 specifications are based on WAP encapsulation and assume the existence of WAP stacks within the UE. However, when 3G networks become available, there will be many terminals which do not support or contain a WAP stack (WSP etc..) 
These non-WAP equipped terminals will have to support MMS. 

Given the convergence of WAP 2.0 with standard IP technology,  it may be possible to define WAP 2.0 enabled, IP based MMS specifications which will satisfy the 3GPP MMS Stage 1 & 2 requirements

T2 also wishes to inform WAP WAG MMDC that it probably will add requirements for persistent network storage handling by the MMS UA to the MMS Rel. 5 specifications.

Regretfully, no agreed requirements or specifications are available at this point. 

2. Actions:

T2 kindly requests the WAP WAG MMDC to inform us about the timetable for future releases of MMS WAP specifications.  In particular, we kindly request to be advised of the following.

· When, and if will the WAP Forum come up with IP based MMS specifications 
· When will the WAP Forum be able to come up with an MMS specification that will support persistent storage, assuming a stage 2 specification will be available towards the end of 2001.
