WAP WAG MMDC would like to thank 3GPP T2 SWG3 for informing us about on-going work and is happy to hear T2 SWG3 is making a progress towards further enhancement of MMS. Regarding to your question about the next release of WAP MMS specification suite, we would like to inform our current target to SWG3 as follows.

1) MMDC are working on the 2nd release of MMS (codename “Voyager”) with the goal to fulfill all requirements in 3GPP TS 23.140 Rel.4 specification.

2) MMS Voyager release will include:

a. Support of forwarding without prior download

b. Support of Reply-Charging (Note: the final decision of inclusion may depend on how and when T2 replies to our recent LS concerning Reply-Charging.)

c. Support of Read Report PDU as a control message

d. Protocol bindings from MMS application layer to underlying transport such as WSP or HTTP

e. Mapping between WAP MMS header and 3GPP MMS MM1 information elements

3) The target of public release is Q1, 2002.

Regarding the question about “IP based MMS”, the point 2)-d above shows that the second release of WAP MMS can be implemented on top of HTTP over TCP/IP.

With respect to persistent storage, MMDC also identifies it as an important issue for MMS and is looking forward to hear further input from T2 so that we can address this issue appropriately as soon as possible.
