Workshop on Multimedia Messaging Interworking

Just like it was done for SMS, Multimedia Messaging need analysis for the Interworking traffic scenarios (when an MMS is sent from an APMN to an HPMN, according to the terminology of SMS interworking), in order to define, subsequently, the charging aspects for a service that is much more complex than SMS.

Therefore, following BARG # 53 outcome that SMS Steering Committee will be analysing MMS interworking aspects, initial discussions on the item were held at SMS SC level.

In order to have the appropriate and full understanding of the MMS service logic and of the technical framework (architecture, billing and network aspects), this being the prerequisite before actually starting to define the MMS interoperator charging, SMS SC is setting up a one day workshop, where experts on MMS from the technical side (network and billing) are invited to discuss the MMS traffic scenarios along with the SMS Sterring Committee. 

Therefore, SMS SC is circulating the present paper through the Chair of appropriate working groups (SERG, IREG, TADIG, 3GPP), in order that MMS experts within these Groups, and relevant sub-groups, interested in giving their contribution, will be joining the workshop on MMS interworking. Of course, it is of the essence that interested delegates have a good knowledge of the technical aspects of Multimedia Messaging Service.

With this purpose, interested delegates of the above said Groups may contact Chair of SMS SC Giovanni Serio via e-mail at gserio@mail.tim.it within the first half of september, expressing their interest in attending the workshop.

A maximum number of attendees is set in 10 people (this number is not including SMS SC members), on a first come - first served basis.

The one - day workshop shall be held during the second half of september in a European Capital that shall be communicated later on, along with the exact date, to the delegates that expressed their interest in the meeting.

After such a workshop, the SMS SC shall meet to initially draft MMS interworking charging principles.
