WAP WAG MMDC is currently working on incorporating the 3GPP MMS feature that allows the forwarding of multimedia messages that are located at the MMS Proxy-Relay as defined in chapter 6.1.4. and chapter 8.1.4. of 3GPP TS 23.140 Rel-4 into the second release of the WAP MMS specification suite. During the discussion of this feature two questions related to the following issues arose:

1.) forwarding date

In 3GPP MM1_forward.REQ abstract message the date and time information element is present enabling the forwarding MMS User Agent to time stamp the MM at the event of forwarding. WAP WAG MMDC would like to know if the old time stamp indicating the initial submission of the MM shall be replaced by the new one generated at the event of forwarding We would like to get the statement regarding date and time provided in the MM1_retrieve.RES clarified

2.) forwarded-by and forwarding counter

WAP WAG MMDC would like to ask T2 to remove the Forward Counter information element defined on the MM1 reference point, because we see this parameter mainly as a maintainance parameter used on MM4 reference point (e.g. loop detection).

1. Please provide clarification on the usage of  date and time information element in the MM1_retrieve.RES abstract message.

2. Please provide clarification on the usage of the forward counter on the MM1 reference point or consider removing it.
