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There are several reasons why forwarding a MM over MM4 could fail. Currently the only case where there is feedback about forwarding failure back to the originator MMS UA is when address hiding is requested but not supported by the recipient MMS Relay/Server. 




Summary of change:
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Added a section that in a generic way describes how the failure of forwarding a MM over MM4 should be reported back to the originator MMS UA.

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7.1.11 MM4 forwarding failure
Once the recipient MMS Relay/Server has accepted a MM from the originator MMS Relay/Server over MM4, the originator MMS Relay/Server may consider the MM successfully delivered. 

If the interworking between two MMS Relay/Servers should fail and a MM can not be forwarded across MM4, the originator MMS UA should be notified. If the MMS UA is notified the procedures described in this section shall be followed.
In case the originator MMS UA has requested a delivery report to a MM that failed to be forwarded across MM4, the originator MMS Relay/Server shall generate and send a delivery report that informs the originator MMS UA about the error.

In case the originator MMS UA has not requested a delivery report to a MM that failed to be forwarded across MM4, the orignator MMS Relay/Server may generate and send a MM that informs the originator MMS UA about the error.
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
