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Introduction

The definition of the mapping of WDP to GSM Cell Broadcast, as detailed §7.9 of WAP 1.2.1 WDP specifications, and in §6.8 of the same specification for WAP 2.0, defines that in case the data encoding is set to 8 bits, it must be assumed that a CB message has a User Data Header structure (with a reference to GSM 03.40), and that this structure is used for port level addressing (using SMS’s Application Port Addressing IEs)

It suggests that the appropriate DCS values to use are ‘01xx01xx’ and ‘111101xx’.

In the TS 23.038, on the other hand, we can read that DCS values ‘1110xxxx’ are reserved for definition by the Wap forum, in the WDP specifications document.

Proposed Changes

It is requested that TS 23.038 clearly states which DCS values are to be used to specify a “User Data Header” coding scheme, since contradictory specifications may lead to non-interoperable implementations.

Also, as a User Data Header coding scheme is a de-facto standardization for carrying other contents over CBS, like EMS messages, it seems appropriate that this mechanism is not restricted to 8 bit coding, and is aligned with other coding schemes values (support of 7 bit, and Unicode)
