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1. Overall Description:

T2 wishes to inform SA4 of the need for a 3GPP-specified presentation language for MMS to control content, layout, linking, media object, structure, and timing, and therefore kindly asks SA4 to specify a MMS presentation format as soon as possible, in order to ensure the worldwide commercial success of MMS.

T2 is concerned that the lack of a 3GPP-specified MMS presentation language will result in proprietary solutions, leading to interoperability and end-to-end compatibility issues, divergence from Internet-standard based content development with reduced adoption yielding smaller numbers of content providers, and reduced subscriber adoption rates, all of which yields lower revenues for MMS operators. 

The specification by 3GPP of the MMS presentation language is a very important issue for Release-5, both to end-users and content developers.

T2 asks SA4 to specify, within the Release-5 time frame, a presentation language that is most suitable for meeting the current and future needs of 3GPP MMS and provides for backward compatibility with existing MMS implementations and for convergence with existing and widely deployed W3C presentation languages (e.g. SMIL, XHTML).
