Introduction

An ad hoc meeting was held to prepare for the discussions planned with T2 which will coincide with the next T1 meeting in Cancun in November.

It was felt important that we try to identify potential areas of work and to eliminate other areas that either do not require testing or are covered by other working groups.

In summary, it was agreed that we should not form a fomal sub working group, rather it should be an interest group within T1 identifing work items that could be taken by the other SWGs or overseeing work on an ad hoc basis

Scope of the Group

Building on the work at the Munich meeting, it was agreed that the scope of the interest group’s work should be limited to matters concerning the testing of the UE and not the external applications.  This is encapsulated in the statements below :

1.
Protocols and functions not directly involved in set-up and maintaining a connection (main signalling protocols) and thus may not be currently tested.
(examples: MMS, EMS, LCS,…)  

2.
UE platforms and interfaces with which, foreign applications communicate. (i.e. downloaded onto the device after certification). (examples: MExE, APIs, …)

· Positive testing of well defined 3GPP application interfaces 
(i.e. do they work as specified?)

· No negative testing (i.e. no ‘what happens ifs?’ – the nature of the applications mean it is too difficult to test all possible scenarios)

· No (or limited) testing of behaviour that could lead to impairment of network performance or cause non-compliance with regulatory requirements.

Feasibility studies on testing of interface/platform functions for:

· Negative testing of individual interfaces

· Testing of functions/interfaces for ways which could lead to impairment of network performance or cause a non-compliance to regulatory requirements (e.g. caused by viruses and other malicious use).

Interested Parties

The following companies stated that they were interested in remaining part of the interest group.  
This does not imply their support of any individual work items at this time.
Motorola, Samsung, Ericsson, Hutchison, Nortel and Anritsu.

It is hoped that other companies will join the interest group in due course.

Working Methods

It was agreed that we would not form a new SWG.  Instead we would form a special interest group within T1.

The aim of the special interest group will be to oversee the preparation of work items related to applications which will then be taken by the SWGs if appropriate.  If not appropriate, an ad hoc working group may be formed for that WI only.

Meetings will take place as ad hoc meetings during the weeks of the T1 plenary meetings.  Other meetings may be arranged but will probably take the form of teleconferences, web meetings or face to face meetings, as appropriate.

Any documents published by the group will be presented at T1 and/or circulated on the T1 reflector.

There will not be a formal chairman, instead a rapporteur will be appointed by the group to report into each T1 meeting.

Liasion Statement to T2

It was agreed in T1#12 that we should prepare an LS to T2 in order to prepare the ground for a joint meeting in Mexico in November.  See doc.  T1-010372

Next Meeting

No further meetings were agreed prior to the joint T1/T2 meeting in November, however a further meeting may be agreed at the T1#12 plenary meeting.
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
