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Executive Summary

The seventh Joint ad-hoc meeting on the Generic User Profile was held in Cancun, Mexico, during 3rd to 5th of December, 2001. The meeting focused on the development of the SA2 Stage 2 Architecture TS and T2 Stage 2 Data Description Framework.

The next GUP Ad-hoc is planned for 7th-8th February in Sophia Antipolis, France, hosted by ETSI. Prior to this meeting, a T2 GUP ad hoc is also planned for 5th – 7th February in Sophia Antipolis, hosted by ETSI. There will also be a SA1 GUP ad hoc on 15th –18th January, in Phoenix USA, hosted by AT&T Wireless Services and Rogers Wireless.

In accordance with an LS UP-010120 received from SA1, the GUP ad hoc relinquished their work on the Stage 1 TS to the SA1 GUP ad hoc. 

The meeting approved three liaison statements. UP-010122 was a reply to the LS received from CN4 regarding their work on Cx user profile. UP-010129 was an LS to SA1 outlining unresolved issues concerning the Stage 1 and containing the postponed relevant input documents from the GUP Stuttgart meeting. UP-010128 was a status report on the status of the GUP work to date and was addressed to all the joint WGs involved with the GUP work (SA1, SA2, SA3, SA5, T2, CN4). It includes all the latest drafts.

Refer to Agenda item 15 for a complete list of output documents. Work progressed on the draft SA2 Stage 2 23.240 from the Lund GUP meeting (UP-010111). The final output was UP-010141 (UP-010136).  The final version was 23.240, v.0.3.0.

Action items from the meeting included 1) for the Chairman, Gunilla Bratt, to discuss with T1 their experience with incorporating software code into a specification; 2) to ensure that the LS to the WAP Forum (from the Stuttgart meeting) is sent. See Agenda item 15.

· Send an LS containing the GUP work status at the end of the meeting to all joint groups
NOTE: Initially, the GUP ad hoc had planned to continue working on GUP Stage 1 at this meeting. This agenda item was withdrawn however, after the GUP ad hoc received an LS from SA1 requesting that the Stage 1 draft be handed over to SA1 for development within SA1 and that future work on the Stage 1 be undertaken at the SA1 GUP ad hoc.

The next CN4 meeting is scheduled for Jan 28 to Feb 1. 

The Cx user profile could be considered as a subset of the Generic User Profile.

For the CX interface the intention is to use DIAMETER for authentication, but SA5 is to use ASN.1 for charging (although it is not mandated).Ericsson has submitted a draft to the IETF on the use of the DIAMETER protocol for charging. It was pointed out, however, that there were merits of using both ASN.1 and XML-based solutions and that SA5 were using both. 

A response was drafted to CN4 (UP-010122) explaining that the Cx user profile could be described according to the current Data Description Framework but that the problem was the tight schedule that CN4 was working towards.

A copy of the LS was sent to the SA1 GUP ad hoc to keep them informed of the dialogue between the GUP ad hoc and CN4.

These documents were presented by Dave Milham, SA5, to provide the GUP ad hoc with information on current progress on UE and Subscription management in SA5.  

UP-010123: The attached feasibility study on UE Management, 32.208, was not formally presented at the meeting but was included as it was thought to be relevant to the GUP work. Although initially intended for March release, 32.208 will now be presented in June for approval.

UP-010126: Subscription Management is part of the Service Operations Management. The purpose of SuM was to provide specifications that define the interfaces and the procedures that interconnect the three points of the subscription management triangle: network operation centre (Customer Care), the Customers and the network node where the subscription profile resides (such as HSS, USIM, etc.). 

There was general agreement that the subscription profile should be aligned with the Generic User Profile. Accordingly, it was agreed that the GUP specifications and SA5 Subscription management specifications should be developed in close cooperation.
The Chairman commented that the requirements in the UE management specifications were high-level and had little granularity. The GUP specifications were concerned mainly with the data itself and did not cover high level business models. Bo Johansson agreed and pointed out that the GUP work so far has focused on Data Description and not Data Modelling. Dave Milham commented that to his experience Data Modelling must be done using UML. Attempts to begin at a lower level of abstraction would in the end show serious shortcomings. He also pointed out that the GUP work is not limited to Data Description since it relates to issues like ownership and usage. The present Stage 1 draft also distinguished between the logical and physical representations as well as recognising needs like synchronisation, all of which was very relevant from a SA5 perspective. 

Dave Milham pointed out both CN1 and CN4 should be involved in the work of GUP. CN1 dealt with protocols between the UE and the core network, whereas CN4 was responsible for the core network protocols. Accordingly, it would be more appropriate for the concept of UE management to be handled by CN1. The meeting therefore agreed to copy CN1 on the reply LS to CN4 and future correspondences. 

Discussions were held over the apparent lack of a group to coordinate the work of UE management and subscription management. 

UP-010125 (S5A010501) outlined the current working assumption on Subscription management.
UP-010127 (S5A010706) clarifies the requirements for subscription management.

It was pointed out that in emerging subscription management models, not all the information could be handled by HSS. 

It was agreed that there is a vast amount of information that relates to the user and that any single attempt to model this data would be very unlikely to succeed. The data model should be developed at different paces for different areas, which in turn required the participation of different experts. 

The need to prioritize and to focus on terminals was agreed but it was also acknowledged that work must be done on the overall data structure. It was agreed that the Data Modeling belongs to the SA2 responsibilities, even though it not is part of the architecture strictly speaking. It was commented that a software engineering background would be required to do the work. 
It was recognized that presenting finished examples in the Stage 2 of detailed data descriptions would help other groups comprehend what GUP was trying to achieve. Otherwise there was a danger of the specifications being too abstract.

It was agreed that an overall coordination of terms was needed. The current draft uses terminology from the VHE specification. Suggested changes included changing HE to home network and VASP to third party service provider. Visited network should also be changed to serving network. During the discussion UP-010038 was revisited, but no new conclusions were reached concerning this document.

No changes were made to the draft but a list of unresolved issues and incomplete editorial changes concerning the draft was included in UP-010145 Miscellaneous issues for resolution, which would be sent to the SA1 GUP ad hoc in Phoenix.

Discussions were held on the definition of “user” in terms of the Generic User Profile. The term “user” here is not always synonymous with end-user as some functions will be used by other entities.

A question was raised as to whether SyncML can cover both the device (ME) and the UICC/USIM. This question was already covered in a LS sent to SyncML by T2 at T2#15 (T2-011184). For consistency, the term UE Management should be used in place of Terminal Management. Alternative terms for UE do not include the UICC. IT was also noted that the term “UP” should be changed to “GUP”.

UP-010117 proposed additional requirements in the Stage 2. 

Initially these requirements had been proposed by Ericsson for inclusion in Stage 1, but Siemens had disagreed with this proposal at the Stuttgart meeting, stating that Stage 1 requirements should focus on service related requirements.

The references to sections 4.1 were removed and replaced with references to 23.240.

In Section d, the data is classified according to how the applications access the data. This is based on section 4.4 from Stage 1. It was agreed that this section needed to be extended.

It was pointed out that there is a distinction between service and application and that this has relevance to the proposed requirements. 

There was discussion over the difference between modification and management. The term modification was changed to personalisation to clarify that the data is more likely to be managed by the HE. Management was determined to cover the creation, modification and deletion of profile components. This is separated from the personalisation of data. 

There was debate over the definition of the terms dynamic and static. These were not the same as mandatory and optional, as static data may not necessarily have to be mandated. An Editor’s note was added to the definition static, indicating that further work was needed to clarify the definition.

Updates from the discussion were included in UP-010134 and a guidance document that outlined requirements based on UP-010117 was drafted as UP-010132 and was to be submitted to SA1 GUP ad hoc.

These were Stage 1 requirements for the descriptions in UP-010117.

Questions were raised on whether the UE was a “node” or not, since the interpretation of several specifications would become quite different depending in that definition. Normally, most delegates seem to assume that a node is part of the network – as opposed to the UE. It was commented that from a strict system point of view a node refers to any entity, including the UE. However, 23.060 GPRS architecture uses the term “nodes” to refer only to “network” nodes. The identified problem would require careful checking of relevant specification to prevent the UE from being unintentionally excluded, e.g., as a possible storage node.

ACTION: The section on storage should have been removed from the draft Stage 1 according to a decision at UP-04. (4.3b). This action item was added to UP-010145.

The GUP ad hoc had agreed to discontinue work on the SA1 GUP Stage 1 but noted that SA1 would need to take on the task of involving the other relevant TSG WGs in the drafting work. 

The development of the GUP specifications required the expertise of several WGs and hence disbanding the joint ad hoc without an operational structure could not be recommended. No objections were raised regarding the proposal to hold another joint GUP ad hoc in order to continue developing the draft Stages 2 and 3. 

The meeting agreed to send a summary of the work completed so far to all the TSG WGs concerned with the GUP work (UP-010128).

There were doubts as to how realistic the work plan was. If neither SA1 nor SA2 agreed that the work was urgent, then the work was unlikely to be included in Release 5. It was suggested that the operators got together and proposed a time schedule, as the work was being developed as a tool for management as well as content negotiation. 

It was also suggested that the group needed to ensure that the GUP work was kept in phase with the SyncML initiative’s work on Device Management.
