Dear all,

The recent TSG-SA#15 meeting in Jeju discussed on how to distribute the responsibilities and continue the work on the Generic User Profile.

In conclusion, the meeting agreed that there is a need to get a broad input during the early stages of work. Since the responsibility of technical co-ordination lies within SA2, the GUP work (excluding the SA1 parts) will be driven and continued in the SA2. We quote from the draft TSG-SA minutes:

"It was agreed that SA WG2 were most appropriate to do the initial

architecture and object modelling and when detailed enough to hand over the individual tasks to the appropriate groups for elaboration. NOTE: The Scope of the SA WG2 work will be broader than only architecture during this initial phase." (v0.0.2) Thus, experts from other groups are invited to participate in the SA2 GUP work. More specifically:

*       Within SA2 the work is to be progressed in a drafting group that will meet during the SA2 plenaries. Provisions will be made such that non-SA2 experts can attend only for the GUP related matters. This drafting group will report to the SA2 plenaries.

*       If needed, the SA2 drafting group could meet for drafting sessions between the SA2 plenaries.

*       The work of the Joint GUP Ad-hoc group will move over to the SA2 and there will no longer be a need to continue the work in the ad-hoc group.

*       The Cork meeting of the Joint Ad-hoc will take place as planned and will be the last meeting of the group. The output of the meeting will be handed over to SA2.

*       A new mailing list will be created: 3GPP_GUP@LIST.ETSI.FR. This list is to be used for all (non-Stage1) GUP discussions and thereby provides a joint WG discussion forum. However, any decisions, like LS approvals, will need to be made by the appropriate WGs (e.g., by the SA2). Furthermore, SA2 level discussions on GUP (e.g., meeting invitations, meeting agendas, meeting minutes, approvals, etc. related to the SA2 GUP work) should be sent to the SA2 email reflector and copied to the 3GPP_GUP@LIST.ETSI.FR.

*       The present (SA1) mailing list is to be used for SA1/Stage1

discussions and all the members of this list will also be included to the new list.

*       Future GUP tdocs will be handled accordingly and stored in the SA2 server area.

*       The work of the T2 GUP Ad-hoc can be revisited by T2 after initial SA2 discussions at their upcoming meeting.

*       For further background on the work tasks and their distribution over the WGs, see discussion document SP-020191.

We hope that this will provide a fruitful and efficient way to make good progress in the GUP work!
