Annex G (normative):
User prompt

G.1
Description

With the User Prompt facility a sending entity is able to indicate to the receiving entity, that an object is intended to be handled at the time of reception, e.g. by means of user interaction. For example the User Prompt facility may be used when sending an operators logo to the MS that should be displayed instead of the operators name in standby mode. When receiving the object the user should be prompted to accept or discard the object. After this user interaction the MM may be discarded.

The User prompt facility does not include information about what exactly the interaction should be. It is instead up to the MS to give the user the possibilities that it has for that specific media type. For example a jpeg object could be stored for a number of different usage (e.g. background, screen saver,…) depending on the MS capabilities. 

G.2
Definition

Multiple media elements shall be combined into a composite single MM using MIME multipart format as defined in section 5.1.2. To identify that the user shall handle a specific media element at the time of reception, the X-Mms-UserPrompt header field shall be included in the MIME header for that media element. The X-Mms-UserPrompt header is specified in the following way: 

Header field name: X-Mms-UserPrompt
Header field value: ( "Yes" | "No" )
The MMS User Agent may support the User Prompt facility. The MMS Relay/Server shall support the User Prompt facility in the sense that it shall not modify the User Prompt header if included in a MIME header.
